(the “Tenant”), to Toronto and Region Conservation Authority (the “Sub-Licensee”), in order to facilitate the creation of
a shared driveway.

1. Authority be granted for the City to consent, as property owner, to the partial sub-licence of the Property to
Toronto and Region Conservation Authority.

2. The appropriate City Officials be authorized and directed to take the necessary action to give effect thereto.

On October 30, 2003, the City entered into a lease agreement (the “Lease”) in respect of a part of the unopened road
allowance at Murray Ross Parkway (the “Leased Premises” - see Appendix A, Part 1). The Lease contains a covenant
on the part of the Tenant not to assign the Lease or sublet the Leased Premises without the written consent of the
City, as Landlord. The Tenant has asked the City, as Landlord, to consent to the partial sub-licence of part of the
Leased Premises (the “Property" - see Appendix B) to the Sub-Licensee in order to enable the creation of a shared
driveway. This shared driveway will be used by the Tenant and the Sub-Licensee as an access to their respective
properties from the intersection of Murray Ross Parkway and Shoreham Drive.

The provision of this consent will not release the Tenant from its obligations, liabilities and responsibilities under the
Lease. It does not authorize any further assignment or subletting of the Lease. The Sub-Licensee shall agree to
observe all terms and conditions of the original lease between the Tenant and Landlord.
